Experiences with protocol design for MAC and routing in ad hoc networks, strong background in information and communication theory, as well as network algorithms and optimization are a plus.
WINS lab in Stony Brook University is associated with the newly established Center of Excellence in Wireless and Information Technology of New York state. Besides government sponsored projects, there are many opportunities to work on projects sponsored by industries in Long Island and New York areas.
